Compost It! Sticker + Brush Bundle
Cost: $1.50 per sticker. Attach a Compost It! Sticker to each brush bundle and
place it next to carts or bags. Bundles cannot exceed 18 inches in diameter or four
feet in length. Stickers can be purchased at City Hall or online.
Tip: Just as it is with bags, brush bundles should not exceed 40 pounds of
weight per bundle.

Compost It! Bin

Cost: $60 one-time charge for the 96-gallon cart
and $105 annual renewal. Place the cart curbside during
Compost It! Season.

Tip: This is equivalent to 65 bags per year, plus this is a
simple alternative if you do not want to hassle with bags
and like the ease of wheeling a cart to the curb.
